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CHILDHOOD VACCINATIONS  

 

This continues to be the best form of protection for your child and those most 

vulnerable such as elderly relatives.  

It is important that vaccines are given on time for the best protection but if you or your 

child missed a vaccine, contact your GP to catch up.  

 

MMR ï MEASLES OUTBREAK 

 

Since 01.10.23, there have been 1458 laboratory confirmed measles cases reported in 

England, an increase of 84 new cases since last published report on 09.05.24. The 

following number of cases have been reported: 17 in October. 43 in November.  

Cases of whooping cough continue to rise with 1319 cases confirmed in March.  

 

SMEARS 

 

the first invitation is sent to eligible people at the age of 24.5 years. People aged 25 ï 49 

receive invitations every 3 years. People aged 50 to 64 receive invitations every 5 years. 

Cervical screening is not recommended for anyone under 25 years old who has not been 

invited.  

 

Cervical screening, which used to be called smear test, is a test to check the health of 

the cervix and help prevent cervical cancer. It is offered to women and people with a 

cervix.
